The agenda for this meeting follows:

OLD BUSINESS
· Approval of minutes from Board meeting of May 11, 2010
· Grounds Keeper Report
· There has been some concern expressed about the new landscaping throughout the cluster - particularly the size of beds and some reconfigured beds and plants that have been moved. Kate will review with Dave when she returns to Reston at the end of the month.
· There has been no response from the Pendelton's regarding their down spout and the related erosion.  Kate and/or Marilyn will discuss with them.  Kate has registered as a member of the board with RA regarding the complaint against Owl's Cove resident.

· We need to plan and get quotes for planting on the east end of the lakefront in the areas that are not affected by the erosion (2121 to 2127).

· Marilyn has created an issues list that will help us track outstanding issues until they are resolved.

· Weeds (especially Russian Olive) and fences still need to be removed from the biologs. Kate will remind Dave.

· A few plants on the tier 2 island and entrance area under Cardinal guarantee need to be replaced - 2 viburnum and 2 hollies. Kate will e-mail Cardinal. 

· The tree behind the Wilson's house is healthy and no trimming will be done. 
· Treasurer Report

· Current balance in checking is $21k. We continue to receiving 1% interest on reserve fund CD. Balance on checking account will be adequate when 8k contribution is made to the reserve fund when the current CD matures. 
· Will be contacting Ryan Williams about the financial review. 
· Have paid the balance to Thrive on tree work. 
· Fee has been paid for the disclosure packet from 2105, packet due within 14 days. 

· Siding Report

· Siding committee compared existing standard stain with new possible alternatives. Primary focus was on long-lasting transparent and semi-transparent oil based stains. After reviewing over 20 samples, the most promising were the Cabots Cedar, Penofin Cedar, and the X-100 Cedar Gold. 
· While the Cabots sample was very neutral color, the premixed gallon was very red; even more so than the Olympic. This color discrepancy made it undesirable. 

· The Penofin siding stains came highly recommended and offers a 250 VOC and a 1 VOC (environmentally friendly) version in similar neutral colors. However, the 1 VOC formula was very blotchy. We also have little first-hand information about their long term durability, however research shows very positive results. 

· The X-100 Cedar Tone Gallon performed well in application and color.  The ABR X-100 has been used on several homes in the neighborhood, which has given us insight into its durability; residents have been able to go 3-5 years between re-staining with the product. The risks selecting this product are: there is only one local retailer that sells it.  
· The board voted 5-0 to change the current stain standard for siding, decks and railings to the ABR X-100 Cedar Tone Gold. 
· The board voted 4-1 to grandfather the current Olympic stain on homes where it has already been applied. 

· The board will seek approval for the new stain with the Reston Association.

· Resident was interested in more information about installing new dock, however she was not in attendance.
